I was also PNC trained, utilised the Forces’ own Intelligence system and other operational tools to carry out my role effectively. I was responsible for introducing a Policy utilising the Forces’ own email system so that we could contact the Media to inform them of road closures/incidents etc, instead of us having to field enquiry calls, which was proven to save hundreds of employee hours each year and meant information flow was faster to those that needed it. I was also appointed the Force Co-ordinator for the Gay Police Association in 2006-7, meaning I represented the Force at Diversity Conferences and liaised with colleagues on HR Diversity and implementation within the Force.
